I. TWO OUTLOOKS
A. OUR SITUATION  
1. Are we in a place of life? 
2. How are we giving life to others? 
B. GOD’S PERSPECTIVE
1. Do we want new life for ourselves?  
2. Do we want new life for others? 

II. IGNITE NEW LIFE
A. We need fire (the Holy Spirit).  (John 20:21-22)
We don’t possess the Holy Spirit; He is given!
B. [bookmark: _GoBack]Tell people about Jesus.  (Luke 1:46-48)
1. We have to go out before we can bring in. 
C. Let the Church be a Community of Love  
1. Love is the language of faith (1 Corinthians 14:19). 
2. Love is the greatest gift (1 Corinthians 13:13).
D. Let the Spirit of God Guide Us.
1. Jesus must be the Center of what we do, not the Blesser of our plans.
2. Busyness does not bring life. 
3. Clarity comes through connection.  This is lived in loving obedience. (Matthew 1:24-25; Luke 1:38)
a. Don’t live in your old life. 
b. No one is too lost for God.
c. It is only through the power of the Holy Spirit that new life comes.
“Nothing is impossible with God.” (Luke 1:37)
